The Gospel

Look around. The world is broken. That is not to say there aren’t some good 
things in the world, but you don’t have to look far to find darkness and evil. 
The Bible calls this sin. Sin is present everywhere and in everyone. It is easy to 
say, “Well, I’m not as bad as ____,” but the truth is that there’s no one perfect 
in the world.


• “Both Jews and Greeks are under sin…. None is righteous, no, not one; no 
one understands; no one seeks for God.” (Rom 3:9–11)


• “All have sinned and fallen short of the glory of God.” (Rom 3:23)


According to the Scriptures, sin and death are inextricably linked. Death 
exists because sin exists. The world is dying because of sin. We die because 
of sin.


• “Sin came into the world through one man, and death through sin, and so 
death spread to all men because all sinned.” (Rom 5:12)


• “The wages of sin is death.” (Rom 6:23)


The only remedy for sin and death is Jesus Christ, who being sinless, took 
our sin, and in dying and being raised from the dead, gave us life.


• “God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died 
for us.” (Rom 5:8)


• Christ also suffered once for sins, the righteous for the unrighteous, that 
he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive in 
the spirit.” (1 Pet 3:18)


What is required of you? To simply believe in Jesus Christ as your Savior 
and declare it to be true. 

• if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart 
that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart 
one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and is 
saved.”
