The Tel Dan Inscription: A g ;'é’
9th century BCE Aramaic ) a:
inscription which references a
victory over Omri king of Israel
and his ally “the king of the
House of David.” This is the first
extrabiblical reference to the
House of David. Since it was
found as part of the pavement in a
later construction, there is no clear indication where it
was erected originally.

Mesha’s Victory Stela: The Moabite king Mesha
commissioned this stela to either proclaim his
victories or idealize his kingdom (there is some
debate). The stela was broken into pieces by
Bedouin who hoped to sell it off. In 1994.
Epigrapher Andre Lemaire reconstructed line 31
to read, “the house of David.”

Black Obelisk of Shalmaneser: The
Israelian king Jehu is depicted bringing tribute
to the Assyrian king. A similar monument, the
Khurkh monolith is the only reference in
Assyrian records to Israel as a nation.
