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Bedford Road Baptist Church was formed in 2010 with the joining of
Grace Baptist Church of Merrimack (founded 1977) and Heritage
Baptist Church of Hooksett (founded 1989). We are an autonomous
congregation, meaning we do not belong to any denomination.

At Bedford Road, we believe in a simple mandate: creating
environments where people encounter Jesus and journey together.
Everything we do is designed around this simple idea. Sometimes, that
means we don’t do all the “extra” things other churches do; but we are
focused on doing what we do with all that we are, bringing glory to God
through our worship and ministry.

We believe strongly in local churches as the expression of the Body of
Christ. The church is made up of all baptized believers, and those who
wish to identify with and serve alongside our congregation join in a
membership covenant.

Our ministries are overseen by a leadership community consisting of
elders and ministry leaders (1 Tim 3:1-13). Ministry leaders are
appointed by the elders to fulfill specific roles.

Our teaching pastor, Erik DiVietro, has been with us since 2004. He
holds an MA in Christian Leadership, MDiv in Ecclesiastic History, and
a PhD in Bible Exposition with an emphasis on Old Testament. He
oversees the worship and teaching ministries of the congregation.
